Short Historic of the Yellow Ribbon campaign

The Program of the Yellow Tip (Ribbon) first appeared in the Unites States in 1994 for the parents of a very bright and intelligent  young boy named Mike Emme who suicide in a particular time that he couldn’t talked of his distress and even more, asked for help.

He had written to his parents :  «Do not blame yourself.  I like you.  love… Mike 11h45 PM».  All of those who knew Mike were astonished to learn that he commit suicide with a gun in a despair moment.  Mike belonged a 1968 Mustang he founded in a field, reconstructed and repainted in a bright yellow.  He was a young man who offered often to his friends to drive them to school.  He was best acknowledge for his generosity.  He was present to his friends and helped them often.  Few youngsters went to his friends to offer their comfort and their sympathy.  They asked themselves why he didn’t come for help and what they could have done to helped.   

After discussions with Mike’s parents and to honoured him in remembrance, the young fellows made yellow ribbons in recognition of Mike’s yellow Mustang.  At the funerals, they put a full basket of those yellow tips (ribbons) including resource cards that says :  «If you need help, don’t be shy.  Go seek the one you need.».  At the end of the ceremony, the basket emptied and everyone wore the ribbon.

After this day, some youngsters of the community asked for the card and the ribbon to called upon their friends in seeking help.  The Program extended and contributed to save lives.  Today, this program is known throughout the world and continues to helped people in needs.

In February, people are encouraged to wear the Yellow ribbon to show their appreciation and their encouragement to people in seeking needs.
